FALL BABE RUTH BASEBALL STATE MEETING MINUTES

September 30, 2006 – Jay Berry’s Gourmet Pizza & Pasta, North Bend, WA

The meeting was called to order at 10:05 AM by State Commissioner Randy Boruff.

· Opening Remarks, Welcome & Introduction
· Randy introduced himself, and had everyone else do brief self-introductions around the table.  There were no representatives present from Districts #1, #2, or #3.
· Acceptance of Agenda

· Randy presented the meeting agenda and asked for acceptance.  There was a motion, a second, and a vote of approval (MSA).

· Secretary’s Report

· Brent presented copies of the minutes from the Spring Meeting and asked for acceptance.  MSA.

· Financial Report

· Randy presented the Financial Statement for the period 9/1/05 through 8/31/06.  The balance as of 8/31/06 was $4,246.  However, there are still some bills to pay.  Randy stated that the balance should never go below $2,200, since that was the amount in the account a few years ago when Randy took over.
· District Reports

· District #1 – Nobody present.
· District #2 – Nobody present.
· District #3 – Nobody present.
· District #4 – District Commissioner Dan Estes reported that Poulsbo (North Kitsap) hosted the 14 Year Old State Tournament and did a good job, as usual.  He also stated that Sequim made it to the State Tournament for the first time since he (Dan) has been involved, and actually won a game at the State Tournament.
· District #5 & #7 – Prospective District Commissioner Steve Smith reported that the area is still strong, as usual.  He is trying to get more participation out of some of the areas.
· District #6 - District Commissioner Bob Seamons reported that numbers were down a bit again this year.  They were down a few teams at the 13 level, and the 14/15 level.  He stated that it would be best for the area if they could get the number of programs down from three programs to two at the most.
· District #8 – District Commissioner Bob Fojtik reported that things are going pretty well, with the exception of some turmoil in the Bremerton program.

· State Tournament Reports

· 13 State Tournament (Moses Lake) – State Commissioner Randy Boruff reported that it was a very competitive Tournament, with Ellensburg winning the title.
· 14 State Tournament (Poulsbo) – Assistant State Commissioner Brent Stenman reported that Central Kitsap won the Tournament for this age group for the second year in a row.  They were clearly the strongest team, and made it through the Tournament pretty easily, although they did have to come from behind in the Championship game.
· 15 State Tournament (Othello) – State Commissioner Randy Boruff reported that overall it was a good Tournament, although they did have some problems with some parents and/or coaches causing some problems with the Umpires.  North Kitsap won the Tournament.
· 16 State Tournament (Enumclaw) – Assistant State Commissioner Brent Stenman reported that overall it was a good Tournament, although there were a few issues.  There were some weather problems, resulting in some scheduling issues.  There were also some illegal player issues.  However, overall it ended up being okay.  The Kent Bulldogs won the Tournament, although they elected not to attend the Regional Tournament, so the runner-up team from North Kitsap was the representative.
· 16-18 State Tournament (Kent) – State Commissioner Randy Boruff reported that overall it was a good Tournament with some very small exceptions.  Port Angeles (Wilders) won the Tournament.

· Jim Marcotte reported that everything went very pretty smoothly this year at all of the various State Tournaments.  Everyone agreed that with some very minor exceptions the umpiring across the state was very good.  One issue that Jim mentioned is that he would like to make sure that everyone is required to wear the patches, and that it is enforced.
