FALL BABE RUTH BASEBALL STATE MEETING MINUTES

October 13, 2007 – Telephone Conference Call (originated from Ephrata, WA)
Conference Call Attendees:

Randy Boruff (State Commissioner), Brent Stenman (Assistant State Commissioner), Bill Peterson (Assistant State Commissioner), Greg Hatch (District #1 Commissioner), Jim Allen (District #2 Commissioner), Les Dow (new District #3 Commissioner), Dan Estes (District #4 Commissioner), Steven Smith (District #5 & #7 Commissioner), Bob Seamons (District #6 Commissioner), Bob Fojtik (District #8 Commissioner), Jim Marcotte (Umpire-in-Chief).

The meeting was called to order at 10:05 AM by State Commissioner Randy Boruff.

· Opening Remarks, Welcome & Introduction
· Randy introduced himself, and had everyone take turns doing brief self-introductions over the phone.
· Acceptance of Agenda

· Randy presented the meeting agenda and asked for acceptance.  There was a motion, a second, and a vote of approval (MSA).

· Secretary’s Report

· Brent read a summarized version (previously e-mailed full copies) of the minutes from the Spring Meeting and asked for acceptance.  MSA.

· Financial Report

· Randy read the financial report for the period 9/1/06 through 8/31/07, and indicated that it would e-mailed out at a later date, since there were still a few bills to be paid.  Randy stated that the balance should never go below $2,200, since that was the amount in the account several years ago when Randy took over from prior President Bob Mayer.
· District Reports

· District #1 – District Commissioner Greg Hatch reported that Bellingham will consider hosting the 2008 13 Year Old State Tournament.  Nothing else to report.
· District #2 – District Commissioner Jim Allen reported that Mount Vernon won the 13 Year Old State Tournament that was held in Poulsbo.  He also indicated that Mount Vernon would like to host the 2008 14 Year Old State Tournament.
· District #3 – Prospective District Commissioner Les Dow reported that after we had no participation from District #3 in 2007, he would like to become the new District Commissioner, and will have a number of teams participating in 2008.
· District #4 – District Commissioner Dan Estes reported that Poulsbo (North Kitsap) hosted the 13 Year Old State Tournament and did a good job, as usual.  Mount Vernon (District #3), as previously reported by Jim Allen, was the winner.  He also reported that Port Angeles hosted the 15 Year Old State Tournament, and also did a good job, as usual.  Central Basin (District #5) was the winner.  He also mentioned that Poulsbo (North Kitsap) hosted the 16 Year Old State Tournament, and that Port Angeles hosted the 16-18 Year Old State Tournament, but that it would be reported on later in the conference call.
· District #5 & #7 – District Commissioner Steve Smith reported that Ellensburg (District #7) won the 14 Year Old State Tournament that was held in Moses Lake (District #5).  He also noted that Othello (also from District #7) was the other team in the finals.  He said that Moses Lake did a good job running the Tournament.  He also reported that Central Basin (District #5), as previously reported by Dan Estes, won the 15 Year Old State Tournament that was held in Port Angeles.  He also noted that Moses Lake (also from District #5) was the other team in the finals.  He also mentioned that Moses Lake hosted the 16 Year Old Regional Tournament, and that Ephrata hosted the 16-18 Year Old Regional Tournament, but that it would be reported on later in the conference call.
· District #6 - District Commissioner Bob Seamons reported Spokane is still struggling with numbers, and that they were not able to send representatives to any of the State Tournaments in 2007.  He’s hopeful to change that in 2008.

· District #8 – District Commissioner Bob Fojtik reported that he had nothing much to report, but that Central Kitsap and South Kitsap from his District both made it to the semi-finals of the 13 Year Old State Tournament in Poulsbo.  Central Kitsap beat Wenatchee (District #5) before losing to Mount Vernon in the finals.
· State Tournament Reports

· 13 State Tournament (Poulsbo) – Assistant State Commissioner Brent Stenman reported that Mount Vernon (District #2) was the winner (as previously reported by Jim Allen).  He noted that Mount Vernon lost their first game in Pool Play, but then ran the table, defeating South Kitsap 8-5 in the semi-finals, and Central Kitsap 9-4 in the finals.  He also noted that they finished with a 2-2 record at the Regional Tournament in Bozeman, Montana.  Kennewick from Southern Washington was the winner of that Regional Tournament.
· 14 State Tournament (Moses Lake) – State Commissioner Randy Boruff reported that Ellensburg (District #5) was the winner (as previously reported by Steven Smith), finishing with a perfect 5-0 record.  He also made mentioned again that both teams in the finals were from District #7.  He also noted that Ellensburg finished with a 3-1 record in Pool Play at the Regional Tournament in Meridian, Idaho, but did not make it to the single elimination round due to the tie breaker rules (also noting that both teams in the finals were from the same Pool that Ellensburg was in).  Meridian, Idaho (the host team) was the winner of that Regional Tournament).
· 15 State Tournament (Port Angeles) – Assistant State Commissioner Bill Peterson reported that Central Basin (District #5) was the winner (as previously reported by Steven Smith).  He also mentioned again that both teams in the finals were from District #5.  He also noted that Central Basin finished with a 3-1 record in Pool Play at the Regional Tournament in Astoria, Oregon before losing 12-6 to the host team from Astoria in the semi-finals.  Kelso from Southern Washington was the winner of that Regional Tournament.
· 16 State Tournament (Poulsbo) – Assistant State Commissioner Brent Stenman reported that overall it was a decent Tournament, although there were some issues, primarily stemming from some major weather problems.  The Puyallup Avalanche were the winners, going undefeated in the Tournament.  Northern Washington had two berths from this tournament to the Regional Tournament, so the top two teams here were to advance to the Regional in Moses Lake.  North Bend was the runner-up, but they elected not to advance, so the third place team from North Kitsap (the host team) also advanced to the Regional.  Puyallup went on to defeat the Columbia Basin Junior River Dogs at the Regional Tournament to advance to the World Series.
· 16-18 State Tournament (Port Angeles) – Assistant State Commissioner Bill Peterson reported that it was a good tournament, but that there were also some issues here because of the weather.  The Kent Bulldogs were the winners, going undefeated during the tournament.  Northern Washington had three berths from the tournament to the Regional Tournament, so the top three teams here were to advance to the Regional in Ephrata.  North Kitsap was the runner-up, and Lux Homes was the third place team.  Lux homes elected not to advance, so the SBA (Seattle Baseball Academy) Buzz took their place.  So, Kent, North Kitsap and SBA all advanced to the Regional.
· Regional Tournament Reports
· Assistant State Commissioner Brent Stenman reported the following Regional Tournament winners:

· Kennewick (Southern Washington) – 13 – Regional Tournament was held in Bozeman, Montana
· Meridian (Idaho) – 14 – Regional Tournament was held in Meridian, Idaho)
· Kelso (Southern Washington) – 15 – Regional Tournament was held in Astoria, Oregon
· Puyallup (Northern Washington) – 16 – Regional Tournament was held in Moses Lake, Washington
· Columbia Basin River Dogs (Northern Washington) – 16/18 – Regional Tournament was held in Ephrata, Washington
· State Commissioner Randy Boruff reported on both of the Regional Tournaments that were held in Northern Washington.  The 16 Year Old Regional Tournament was held in Moses Lake, and the 16-18 Year Old Regional Tournament was held in Ephrata.  Randy reported that Puyallup from Northern Washington was the winner of the 16 Year Old Tournament, and that his own Columbia Basin River Dogs (obviously also from Northern Washington) were the winners of the 16-18 State Tournament.  At the 16 Regional there was only one team (Calgary) that was not from Northern Washington, so Northern Washington dominated that tournament.  Puyallup defeated the Columbia Basin River Dogs in the final to advance to the World Series in Bentonville, Arkansas.  He also noted that Northern Washington dominated the 16-18 Regional.  The four teams from Northern Washington finished Pool Play with a 12-4 record.  The River Dogs, SBA and North Kitsap all finished 3-1, but North Kitsap did not advance to the single elimination portion of the tournament due to the tie-breaker rules (despite being the only team to beat the eventual champion River Dogs).  Two of the four teams in the semi-finals were from Northern Washington, and both teams in the finals were from Northern Washington.  The River Dogs defeated the SBA Buzz (which was actually the 4th place team at the Northern Washington State Tournament) 5-2 in the finals.  The River Dogs went on to finish in 3rd place at the World Series in Newark, Ohio.
· Umpire in Chief Report

· Jim Marcotte reported that everything went very pretty smoothly this year at all of the various State Tournaments.  Everyone agreed that with some very minor exceptions the umpiring across the state was very good, as usual.
· Old Business
· Brief discussion about Tournament formats (double-elimination versus Pool Play)
· New Business

· Brief discussion about the State and Regional Tournaments at the 16 Year Old level now that there will no longer be a World Series at that level.  Randy has some ideas that he will discuss at the Regional Meeting.

· Randy has now appointed Les Dow as the new District #3 Commissioner, as Pete Apple has resigned.  MSA.
· Randy asked for acceptance of all other State Officials positions: Randy as State Commissioner; Bill Peterson and Brent Stenman as Assistant State Commissioners; Greg Hatch, Jim Allen, Les Dow (again), Dan Estes, Steven Smith, Bob Seamons, and Bob Fojtik as District Commissioners; Jim Marcotte as Umpire-in-Chief.  MSA.

· 2008 State Tournament Sites

· Bellingham (District #1) expressed an interest for the 13 State Year Old State Tournament.  They hope to make their final decision by the end of 2007.
· Mount Vernon (District #2) would like to host the 14 Year Old State Tournament.
· Port Angeles (District #4) would like to host the 15 Year Old State Tournament.
· Ephrata would like to host the 16-18 Year Old State Tournament.  North Kitsap will be hosting the 16-18 Year Old Regional Tournament.
· 2008 Regional Tournament Sites

· Kelso, Southern Washington – 13

· Twin Falls, Idaho – 14

· Lewiston, Idaho – 15

· Moscow, Idaho – 16 (Invitational?)

· North Kitsap, Northern Washington – 16-18
