SPRING BABE RUTH BASEBALL STATE MEETING MINUTES

· Opening Remarks, Welcome & Introduction

· Randy welcomed everyone, introduced himself, and had everyone else do brief self-introductions around the table.  There were no representatives present from Districts #1, District #2, District #5, or District #7.
· Acceptance of Agenda

· Randy presented the meeting agenda and asked for acceptance.  There was a motion, a second, and a vote for approval (MSA).

· Secretary’s Report

· Randy asked for approval of the Fall Meeting minutes previously distributed.  MSA.

· Financial Report
· Randy presented the financial report and reported that the balance is $2,359.  Balance was $1,800 when Randy took over the State Commissioner position.  Randy asked for approval.  MSA.
· District Reports

· District #1---Nobody present.
· District #2---Nobody present.
· District #3---.District Commissioner Larry Kinney reported that the District is still growing.  Senior league broke up into 3 leagues.  Overall numbers are down, however.  Pony League has started in Issaquah, so numbers are down.
· District #4---District Commissioner Dan Estes reported that everything is pretty much status quo.  Sequim numbers might be up a bit.
· District #5---Nobody present.  Randy Boruff reported that the numbers are slightly down due to some competition from Junior Legion in some areas.  Overall the District is still very strong.
· District #6---District Commissioner Bob Seamons reported that everything is status quo.  They pretty much run a summer program, so they are just starting registration.
· District #7---Nobody present.  Randy Boruff gave a brief report that the District is getting stronger.
· District 8---Newly elected District Commissioner Bob Fojtik reported that he has taken over for Jeff Laveson.  He also reported that the numbers are up overall.
· Assistant State Commissioner Reports

· Bill Peterson (16-18 Assistant State Commissioner) reported that he had nothing to report.
· Brent (13-15 Assistant State Commissioner) reported that the website is up to date, and that anyone with information to go on the website should e-mail him.
· Umpire-in-Chief Report

· Jim Marcotte reported that he’s just waiting for Tournament information to get umpires scheduled with each location.  Reminder on umpire fees---minimum standard of $120 per game for a 3 man crew.  They may also require one hotel room with two beds if the umpires must travel.  Randy also reminded that the umpires must be state sanctioned Babe Ruth umpires.  Randy asked for acceptance of the report.  MSA.
· Old Business

· Larry Kinney brought up the boundary issue in his area, particularly in regards to Pierce County.  It seems that there are a number of teams that would play Babe Ruth if they were included in Northern Washington, but they are in Southern Washington (per boundary), so they choose to play something else instead.  Randy will bring up the topic at the Regional Meeting in Reno in April.

· Randy reported the birthdate/age change that all youth leagues are adopting.  The cutoff date will now be April 30th in stead of July 31st effective for the 2006 baseball season.  There was some discussion on the advantages and disadvantages of the change.
